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What do you do in critical situations?

The first rule is: DonOt panic!

This is the basicrule of everyemergencyplan, andthereforealsoour own. It shouldhelpto
prevent your arrest or your preliminary proceedings from turning into a catastrophe.

Arrestduring demonstration®r otheractivities, seizuref leaflets,newspapergtc.,house
searchesordersof punishmentandfinally, trials b theseare the measuresanyoneis con-
frontedtoday who is politically activein the fight againstexploitationand oppressionye-
gardlessof whethersheor heis an anti-Fascistan anti-nuclearactivist, an anti-militarist, a
communist, or an anarchist.

An accumulatingseriesof new laws imposesevermore severdimits on eventhe few rights
the capitaliststateconcedesn the realmsfreedomof expressiorandfreedomto organizeand
demonstrate.

StaterepressiordoesnQdiminish just becausehe left is growing weakerb on the contrary.
Sincestateinstitutions(haveto) expectonly little organizedcounteraction,they canresortto
attemptsto criminalize political activity which simply wouldnOgo throughin times of a
strongmassmovementTheir attemptsat intimidation andtheir strategiego criminalizegen-
erally only work to the extentthatwe areincapableto overcomeour isolationfrom eachother
and to organize in a spirit of solidarity.

An importantpreconditionof the ability to actually practicethe first basisrule in an Oemer-
gencyQs trust. Not in godOsmnipotencefate, or the inseparableharactef yin andyang,
but trustin your comradesvho will carefor you whenthe shit hits the fan B andwho will
keep their mouth shut just as you do when questioned by police and prosecution!

Demo 101

Thereareof courseenormoudifferencesrom onedemoto the next. We oftentell ourselves
thatnothingbadis goingto happenat this particulardemo,andoftenthis turnsoutto betrue.

All the same somebasicrulesshouldbe followed evenat a demowith Opromenadesharac-
ter, since they, too have been the target of police action in the past.

On the way to the demo

If possible,nevergo aloneto any demoor otheractivity. Not only is it nicerto hit theroad
with peopleyou know andtrust, it is alsosafer.The professionaivay is to go to andleaveany
activity together.You shouldalsobeforehandliscusswithin the groupyour behaviorin cer-
tain situations.It shouldbe possiblefor individual participantso expresgheir fearsandinse-
curities. During the demo or activity, the group should try to stick together.



You shouldwear appropriateclothing including shoesenablingyou to walk comfortablyb
andrun, in caseof need.Takea penanda pieceof paperwith you to be ableto jot downim-

portant details (see below, Aide-mZmoire).

Carry aong a phone card and a few cents. If you@e arrested, the police are obligated to concede

you two phone calls even if you don®have any money Bbut don® count on it. Provision yourself

with a sufficient amount of any medicine you have to take regularly. Glasses are better than con-

tact lenses. Persond papers, especidly address books, should be left a home. Reflect well about

what you really need. Anything beyond that can be to the advantage of the police if you®e ar-

rested. No drugs of any kind should be consumed before or brought along to the activity: You

need to be clear, and able to take decisons at any time. Nor do you need acamera. Thisisnot the

right opportunity for sentimental pictures, and the documentation of the activity and the behavior

of the police should better be left to experienced and identifiable journalists or demo observers. In

case youQe arrested, the photos would anyway only help our opponents!

Cell phonesshouldalsobetterbe left at home.If you still feel you haveto haveit with you at

theactivity, remembethe dangersandtry to limit themasmuchaspossible:The basicrules
would be not to storeany numbers(do thatat homeor at a securelocationanddeletethem
from the mobile), to deleteany SMS and to take out loading device and card, whenever
youOranot on the phone(the only safeprotectionfrom beinglocalizedand overheard) But

you shouldalsobe well awarethatthe presentechnicalopportunitieqe.g.,in recoveringde

leted numbers) are dangerous and hard to assess.

The fact-finding committee (in German, OErmittlungsausschuss,O or EA)

At activities,thereis oftenan EA whosephonenumberis spreadoy mouthor handbill. The

EA mainly seesafter arresteesand getsattorneysfor them. Whoevergetsarrestedshould
thereforecontactthe EA. If you arewitnessof anarrest,try to assureghe nameof the person
arrestedinform the EA of thatarrestto enableit to helpthe arresteePersongeleasedfteran

arrest should get back to the EA immediately and write or tape an aide-mZmoire.

Such an aide-mZmoire can be very useful if proceedings are instituted a couple of months
later. (The police also keep records on everything!) Witnesses of abuses should also prepare
an aide-mZmoire. Such a document should contain at least: Locus, time and mode (arrest,
beating, dragging away) of the abuse, name(s) of the victim(s), witnesses, as well as number,
service unit and appearance of the abusers (Obeard on upper lipO is not sufficient!). This aide-
mZmoire is only for the EA, if there is one; if not, store in a secure place for the time being.

Reacting to abuses

The groundrule again:DonOpanic.Breathedeeply,stayin placeandaskothersto do like-
wise. Now it is high time to form chainsand,asa lastresort,to slowly andorderly retreat.
Often, abusesy Oourfriendsandhelpers@anbe foughtbackonly by orderly chainforma-
tion and stayingin place.This also preventsthe splitting up of the demo,arrests,andthe
leaving behind of persons who were wounded.

Injuries

Look for injured personsaandhelp to securetheir transportagainstarrestteamsof the police.
Contact,if presentdemoambulancespr elseorganizethe transportof and medicalcarefor
injured persong/ourself,togethemwith friends.If you haveto go to a hospital,if possiblepick
onethatwonObe connectedo the activity. There,too, it is importantnot to give any infor-
mationaboutthe precedingeventsb hospitalshaveall too often collaboratedwith the police
andpassedn relevantdata.Your personaldata,you mustsubmitcorrectlyanywaybecause
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the healthinsurancewill demandt Dbut beyondthat, saynothingor pretendit wasan Oacci-
dent at homeO or whatever.

In case of arrest

Make peopleawareof you (e.g.by shoutingOshit@t the top of your lung!), shoutyour name
and the place from where you come to enable people to inform the EA about your arrest.
Onceyou realizeyou canOescapetry to retrieveyour calm as soonas possible,and most
importantly, donOsayanythingto the police from thatmomenton! After releasegontactthe
EA immediately.OnceyouQréack home,write down the circumstance®f your arrestas
preciselyas possible,aswell asanythingelseyou remembelin that connectiongspecially
possiblewitnessef the incident. Contactthe EA, a trial defensegroupif thereis one,a
OBunte Hilfe,O or the ORote Hilfe.O

Being transported

While beingtransportedo the collectionpointsfor prisonersor police stations talk to other
arresteesiboutyour rights, but neveraboutwhat othersandyou did. It wouldnObe the first
time a snitchwasin your midst,eventhoughyou havea goodfeelingtowardsall persongpre-
sent.Takecareof othersandtakeon responsibilityif they copewith the situationevenworse
thanyou. It will sootheyou, too. Talk aboutthe fact thatby now you shouldkeepyour mouth
absolutelyshut. Exchangenamesand addressesvith your fellow prisonersto enablethose
released first to inform the EA.

At the police station

Vis” vis the police, you only have to give information about your person. Thisinformation is
restricted to:

* Name, first name, and if applicable, name of birth

* Registered address

« General profession (e.g., Ostudent,O Osalaried employeeQ)
 Date and location of birth

« Marital status (e.g., OunmarriedO)

* Nationality

(You can of cause also refuse to give even this amount of information, but by this, you only
offer them a cheap pretext to photograph you, to taker your fingerprints, and to hold you for up
to 12 hours Bwhich, however, they can do anyway if the want to. Apart from that, not giving
that kind of information isjust a summary offense with afine of a couple of hundreds of Euros).
That should be the absolute maximum you say, and nothing beyond that! Nothing on parents,
school, employer, the weather: just nothing!

After arrest,you areentitledto two phonecalls.You shouldusetheseto call up the EA and/or
an attorney.Harassthe policetill theylet you makea call, andthreatenthemwith reporting
themto the courts.In caseof injuries, askfor a doctor,andaskthe doctorfor a certificateof
his findings. After your releasego to anotherdoctoryou haveconfidencan andgeta second
certificate.If possessionweredamageddemandwritten confirmation.If subjectedo crimi-
nalidentification(photos fingerprints, etc.),registerprotestandhaveit takendown. But donOt
sign anything yourself!

During interrogation



DonObe fooled. Be neitherintimidated by the brutal typesnor let yourselfbe talked into
talking by the understandinguncleO-varietfponOthink you can outfox the cops.Being
caughtin the police stationis the worst preconditionfor comingup with a smartresponse.
Whateverb and absolutelywhateverb you might want to say, you can say later on after
youOveomnunicatedwith comradesandlawyers,evenwhenthe copstell you itOdetterfor
you to makea statementight away:thatOs lie! No OharmlesséhatOoutside6f the interro-
gation, e.g., while waiting somewheren the station, no OpoliticaldiscussionsQvith the
guards: Whatever you say after your arrest counts as a statement!

Even when you think you®e being accused of things you know nothing about or would anyway
never do Bkeep your mouth shut. What exonerates you may incriminate someone elsg; if of two
suspects, one has an aibi, the other one takes the fall. Even information about what you didn®
do will help the State Security (in German: (BtaatsschutzQ) to develop a general picture they
will turn againgt you and others.

But to say nothing whatsoever at al and to tell the interrogators right from the start that you won®
give any statement is not just recommended by solidarity with others and rational considerations
with regard to one( own possible future criminal proceedings, but it@ aso smply the most smple
and, in relaive terms, the most @omfortableOand (painlessOsolution for you in this situation. Af-
ter the questions about information concerning your person, there are often seemingly harmless
questions such as @ror how long have you lived inE Q GHave you come here by car?Q QWhich
semester are you in?0etc. As soon as they redlize that you, however reluctantly, respond to these,
they will sense their opportunity and will carry on mercilessy once you refuse to answer further
questions: What@ wrong with telling me whether you live in one flat wit XY 2Q Qhy do you
refuse to give me this particular bit of info?® QWed find out easily who is the owner of the car, it
only costs us al timeif you don®tell right awayOQetc. etc. They won®leave you aone once you
resolvetotak at dl.

The stuation becomes compl etely different as soon asyou unmistakably tell them, and unequivo-
caly and monotonoudy enough for even the most aggressive ones of them to comprehend, that
you won@ give any statement: To any question, just respond like a broken record: O refuseto give
any statement! O0s it raining outside?OP O refuse to give any statement! Q ADo you want a ciga:
rette/a coffee?OP O refuse to give any statement! Q ADo you want to talk with someone ese?OPO
refuse to give any statement! O

DonOtwvorry anyonemight think youOréool, eventhoughyour interlocutorwill actasthough
you were.But onthe contrary,s/hewill comprehendery quickly thatyouOrserious canObe
trappedandknow exactlywhatyou haveto do. After awhile, theywill give up.Foryou, that
will meanthatthe interrogdion will endfor the time beingb andin the bestcase thatyou
will get out.

The taking of body fluids for DNA analysis

The codeof criminal procedureallows for the extractionof somaticmaterial:blood for alco-
hol- anddrug testsor salivafor DNA analysis.Neverassento this voluntarily! Your objec-
tion will necessitata judicial order,which you shouldappealunderany circumstanceln
suchcasesjmmediatelycontactthe Rote Hilfe or anotherlegal assistancgroupaswell as
your attorney.

The taking of blood samplesnustbe doneby a physician.Salivacanalsobe takenby the
policethemselvedy meansof a cottonswab.You arenot obligedto activecooperationn the
taking of the sampleslt can,however,be enforcedlf you resist,you face,asalwaysin deal-
ing with the police, a complaint for resisting law enforcement.



Thereisacrucia difference between the taking of DNA material and its analysis in the laboratory.
The latter is permissible only on a written judicia order unless you agree voluntarily, which of
course you don®.

Thetakingandanalysisof DNA materialcanalsobe donefor futureinvestigationsThis Oge-
neticfinger printOis thenstoredin the centralgenedatabaseYou mustthereforebe awareof
the fact that any taking of saliva or blood can haunt you for the rest of your life!

The retroactive taking of DNA

Thetaking andanalysisof DNA materialis alsopossibleafter you are alreadyconvictedin
orderto storethe Ogenetidinger printOgainedthereby.This is justified by the dangerof re-
peatoffenseslif you aredeliveredarequesto appeaifor thetaking of salivaor blood,imme-
diately contact a legal aid group or an attorney!

In all thesecasesdonOtestify anddonOsign anything!In particular,donOsign any consent
to the voluntary taking of salivaor blood! Registerexplicit and official appealagainstthe
taking of DNA materialandany orderto analyzeit andhaveit registeredn the protocol,but
donOt sign anything! Make a big fuss, demand a judicial order, and demand an attorney!

Preventive detention / protective custody

Sincethe 1990sseveralfederalstateshavereintroducedvhat was called preventiveor pro-
tective custodyunderthe Nazisandis now called preventivedetention.If the police thinks
Othefacts justify the assumption@hat you might commit a criminal act or evena misde-
meanor they cansimply put you in prisonfor a while b betweend daysand 2 weeks,de-
pendingon the stateD until the putativedangerhasended e.g.,the endof the demonstration
in question.You donOhaveto haveOdone@nythlng it is enoughthatthe police believeyou
might do something Therehasto be Oinstantaneoug@licial review P after 48 hoursat the
latest.If it hasnOhhappenedip to then,they haveto releaseyou immediately. This judicial
hearingis no morethanafarce.Evenin aregulartrial, it is difficult enoughto defendoneself
by meansof evidenceandwitnessesbutin this situation,it is impossible No evidencebonly
your word againstthe claimsof the police. Whomthe judgeswill find credibleis not hardto
figure. Furthermoregverystatemenyou makeunderthatpressure&eanbe usedagainstyou in
a later criminal trial! So here,too, rememberBite your teethandrefuseto testify. No later
thanafter the manifestatiorthey haveto releaseyou, andthenwill be thetime to strategize
with your comradesthelegalaid groups,andyour attorneysaboutwhatto do againsthe de-
tention you were subjected to.

Summary proceedings



In 1994 resp.1997, so-calledOaccelerateproceedings@nd Omairtrial detention(® were
introduced with the exprespurposeto subjectOitineranviolent criminals,Q.e., demonstra-
tors, to Oshortenegroceedings@r Oninor delinquencies.®ou are arrestedand detained
right away (for maximally oneweek).A coupleof dayslater,you havestandtrial, with very
limited rights and without proper opportunities to prepare a defense.

All of this shouldbe sufficientto makeclear:We neveractively participatein summarypro-
ceedingsNo staementsno cooperationYou haveto endureit, just asyou donOhaveany
defenseagainsta suddendownpour!Sinceapartfrom a few extremeexceptionsyou canbe
convictedonly to suspendedentencesr finesin theseproceedingsyouQlbe releasedmme-
diately afterthis farce of a trial, andfrom thenon, you cancatchyour breath,think andtalk
thingsthrough,andnot least,calmly preparefor the maintrial. In the meantimeyou haveto
register your legal appeal within one week.

Whenin detentionprecedingthe main trial ((HauptverhandlungshaftQjy to reachyour at-
torney,for onething, to enablehim to try to preventthe summaryproceedingsndto achieve
your releaseMoreover,it makessensdo havean attorneyat your sideduring summarypro-
ceedingseventhougha meaningfuldefensésnOpossiblein sucha trial at all. But underno
circumstanceshouldyou file any trial motionswithout your lawyer, evenif the courttells
you youOrallowedto do this! Most of all, donOhameany Oexculpatoryitnesses@ndsuch:
it wonOhelpyou but will endangethem:it wouldnObe the first time thatwitnesseshamed
by defendantsvithout lawyersfirst areaccusef the samething, andsecondpf Operjury@
the trial in which they appearedsa witness! Thus:donOfile any motionsor nameany wit-
nesses!

House searches

A not unusualphenomenonn connectionwith moreimportantactions,after arrests,or in
connectionwith aggressiverackdowndy the statearehousesearchesrhetheoreticallynec
essary judicial search order is often jettisoned because of alleged Oimpending danger.O
Housesearchesreamongthe mostsordidabusesommittedby the state:apartfrom the os
tensivegoal to find whateverOevidencethat might incriminateyou, enteringinto your pri-
vatespacss alwaysalsoanattemptto humiliateanddemoralizeyou, andto demonstratéheir
Oomnipotence The bestmeansto resistthis is to keepyour cool! If they comeearlyin the
morning, first try to really wake up, and then make yourself a coffee, go to the bathroom etc.
As soonasthey haveenteredyour home,you canOpreventthe searchanymore But you can
do a lot to prevent it from turning into a catastrophe:

The mostimportantthing again:No statementsandnot a word from you, e.g.,with regardto
the OreasonjfDstifying the search And anyway:You shouldneverstoremorethanonecopy
of Oexplosive(@afletsin your home(you could be accusedf Odisseminating®em); before
demonstrationsr otherbiggereventssuchasrevolutions,you oughtto put your homein or-
der (and removethe miscellaneus Opiece@s well asthe receiptfrom your lastinsurance
fraud!). If they still find OincriminatoryevidenceObonOsay anything, not evenOlhave
nothing to do with itO; just say nothing!

Try to bring in witnessesgall friendsandund drop the receiverin sucha way thatthe Pa-
son(s)you calledcanhearwhatOgoingon. If possible jinform your attorney.Insiston being
shownthe searchorder; demanda copy; if they claim Oimpendinglanger,@emandat least
the exactreasorfor the searchaswell asa specificationof whatis beingsearchedor. Putthe
answersdown into writing. Write down the namesand badgenumbersof the officers. De-
mand that your protest is registered (without explanatory statement!).

You areentitledto be presenin everysingly roombeingsearchedT hereforeyou shouldde-
mandthatoneroom shouldbe searchedfterthe other.For whatevers seizeddemanda list



of therelevantitems,but donOsign anything!If nothingwasseized demanda receiptto that
effect.

After the officers haveleft, write or tapea detailedaide-mZmoireandinform EA, relevant
political actiongroup,Bunte Hilfe or Rote Hilfe, aswell asthe attorney(s) And theninvite
your bestfriend or friends, sinceafter this terror, youOrédoundto be totally distressedand
youOre entitled to gab, to cry, and/or to be pampered!

Subpoenas

Weeksor monthsafter you participatedn someactionor demonstrationyou might get mail
from the copsor from the prosecutionandsometimestheywill alsocall you. Regardlessf
whetheryou aresupposedo be awitnessor a defendantn their game,you shouldcontactthe
EA andthe Rote Hilfe immediately,and get an attorneyaswell. In mostcasesthis is the
point to makepublic whatO$appeningaswell asto organizepolitical protestand call for
solidarity.

Mostimportantly,sucha subpoenas not areasorto panicor to suddenlytrustsomeattorney
morethanoneOswn political convictionandthereforeto speculateon whateverOdeal@ith
the prosecution!As always,keepyour cool andorganizeresistanceUp to now, the oppres
sive apparatuhasalwaysbeenratherinclined to refrain from its measuresvhen met with
strong public pressure than when those who were persecuted caved in to the pressure!

Refusal to give evidence as an accused or defendant

As anaccusedthetermfor preliminaryproceedingspr defendan(in the criminal trial), you
areenttled to refuseany statemenin any phaseof thetrial. Thisis whatyou shoulddoin any
caseat the beginningof the persecutionneverany commentafter your arrest,the searchor
your interrogatia! If the police summonyou, you donOneedto go there;if the prosecutioror
investigatingudgedo, you must,aswell asyou haveto appeaiatyour trial, if oneis ordered,
but you neednot sayanything.Whetheryou wantto give a Opolitical®@r OfactualStatement
at your trial, you can ponderwithout hastelater on, togetherwith your comradesthe Rote
Hilfe, and your attorneys.

Refusal to give evidence as a witness

As awitness,also:not oneword to police or prosecution!And here,too: you neednot follow
summongo the police, but subpoenaso appeatbeforethe prosecutioror a judge,you must
follow, sinceotherwisethe canarrestanddragyou there.In thefirst phaseof the proceedings,
immediatelyafterthe eventsafteryour arrest,afterthe searchyour interrogationandbefore
youOvénadthe opportunityto talk to fellow accusedthe relevantpolitical group,the Rote
Hilfe, attorneysetc., any testimonyof whateversort canonly be wrong and detrimentalfor
you andothers.Justshutup, regardlesof any threatsand promisesthey may make.In that
phasetheresimply are NO Oexculpatorgtatements,@nd not evenOharmlesstatementsO!
Not to say evenone word is the simplestand quickestway to extricateyourselffrom the
whole machinery (see the section ODuring InterrogationO).

If later on you are summoned as a witness by the prosecution or for the trial, you should thor-
oughly discuss with dl the others involved, in particular the defendants, what sort of testimony
by you might hurt or be useful. Since the State Security always aim for more than for the con-
viction and sentencing of individuds, e.g., finding out about resstance networks, the destruc-
tion of solidarity by singling out QyuiltyOindividuals, splitting us by demanding gestures of
subjugation etc. Dand that iswhy even in the court room, the only correct behavior of any wit-
nessesisto consistently and completely regject to testify.
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As a withess,you are obligedto testify. Thereare exceptionse.g.,if you are a relative,
spousepr flancZof the accusedYour obligationto testify canbe enforcedby finesor even
coercive detention.

Ox 550

Y ou have the right not to respond to certain questions if by your answer you could incriminate
yourself. This is the so-caled right to refuse to give evidence (in German:

QA ussageverweigerungsrecht) according to = 55 of the Code of Criminal Procedure). Some
people recommend this as a means not to say anything and to still avoid coercive detention. But
since you have to give reasons as to why your response to the question would incriminate you,
most of the time you end up saying just as much as if you had answered the question directly.
And you may even end up giving the opposite Sde even more information. Moreover, there are
alway's questions where you can® possibly incriminate yourself and which you will then have to
respond to. Without even noticing it, you are talking to them, and experience shows that it be-
comes very quickly impossible to draw the line in such situations. In addition, you offer the
political judiciary the gesture of submission demanded by them. Y ou might aso contribute to a
split within the group of witnesses and accused since ajoint lega strategy will then no longer be
possible in most cases. We therefore emphatically warn against trying to get off the hook by
employing the method Qefusal to give evidence because of possible sdf-incrimination®

Coercive detention

Personsavho refuseto testify without being entitledto suchrefusalcanbe subjectedo the
instrumentof coercivedetention.This primarily servesto enforcetestimony,but it is also
usedasa purelyrepressivaneansagainstrecalcitrantseventhoughthe investigatorsarewell

awarethat they wonOget any statementsrom themevenafter coercivedetention.Coercive
detentioncanbe orderedfor anaggregatelurationof 6 months,thatis, possiblyalsoseveral
time for a shorterduration,providedthe aggregatelurationdoesnGgxceeds months.Some-
times coercivedetentionis alreadythreatenedy the prosecutorput here,too, keepyour
calm! Only ajudgecanordercoercivedetentionnot the prosecutorBeforeany possibleco-
ercivedetentionyou canthusgenerallyprepareor it, plana campaigntakecareof therent,
minimize the consequence®r thejob, at schooletc. If you arethreatenedby coercivedeten-
tion, contact the Rote Hilfe immediately.

We donOt let anyone down who is held in coercive detention!

Penalty order

Instead of being subjected to atrial, as an accused you can aso be delivered a penalty order (a
so-called CBtrafbefenl Q). That means that you are convicted without trial. Y ou should then by all
means submit an informal objection within 2 weeks (O hereby object to the penalty order with
the reference numberE Q in order to win time and get access to information. Y ou need not and
should not give reasons for your objection. Y ou should immediately contact the EA, the Bunte
or the Rote Hilfe, and possibly adso the trid group or other persons accused in the same matter.
Y ou can then jointly discuss whether you should get the help of alawyer. The objection can be
withdrawn at any time during the proceedings, even during an actud trial. If you don® with-
draw the objection, you will be given a normd trial at first instance, and the penalty order is
then identical with the bill of indictment. The important thing isto keep to the two-week period,
since otherwise the penalty order becomes legally vaid! If you shouldn@® be able to do this be-
cause you are absent from home, e.g., on holidays, you must contact the court immediately after
your return and explain the situation (the so-called Geinstatement into one® previous statusQ).

The VS hasno legalright to force you to talk to them. Therefore donOtalk to them! DonOt
give any information! Sendthemaway,leavethemout in the rain, throw them out of your
home, point to them in the presence of other people!

You should immediately write an aide mZmoire and a personal description! Contact the closest
legal aid group and publicize the recruitment attempt. Experience shows this is the only way to
get rid of them!

Possible consequences of palitical criminal prosecution in terms of the Law on
Aliens

Already during the preliminary proceedinggi.e., beforeconviction), the aliensdepartment
cantry to haveyou deported Preconditioris thatyou arechargedwith a Osevere®ime, e.g.,
severe riot. But in most cases, an attorney is able to successfully prevent that.

For personswithout a Germanpassporthelp by supportgroupsandattorneysis evenmore
important that in general! The danger to be deported is worst after a conviction.
Refugees whose agpplication for asylum has been granted or who are tolerated because they are
threatened by torture or the death penalty in their origina country enjoy the P relatively B best
protection againg deportation. They are protected by the European Human Rights Convention
and the Geneva Refugee Convention, both of which ban a deportation in such cases. But the po-
litical cooperation between states, e.g., the FRG and Turkey, has adready led to the practica and
lega softening of that principle.

Most endangeredby deportationare personsvhosestayin the FRGis illegal, e.g.,refugees
whoseasylumproceedingsirecompletedandarenOg¢ventolerated.In suchcasesa (second)
applicationfor asylumshouldbe filed by an attorneyimmediatelyafter police arrestedhe
person.This canat leastdelaythe threateningdeportéion andwin time to determinefurther
steps.

Ontheonehand,your political activity canleadto criminal conviction,on the otherhand,this
can generatenew reasonsfor asylum. Thus, a successiveapplication for asylum
(OAsylfolgeantrag@pnbe justified by the fact thatyou arecriminally accusedasan activist
against the state of your origin.
